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WRAPPERS OF BRAZIL

INTRODUCTION

Wrappers are postal stationery, produced by postal authorities or privately
manufactured from a plain piece of paper. They are papers suited to be wrapped around a
newspaper or similar object like a band. They have pre-printed postage stamp for payment
under special cheap postal rates. They were introduced by Article 30 of Decree N° 3443 of

April 12", 1865. The regulation of this service took place in 1866, but they were printed only in
December 15", 1888.

Purpose: The present exhibit has the aim of studying all Brazilian postal stationery
wrappers issued during the Imperial and Republican periods. It shows a complete panorama,
including proofs, standard types, errors and travelled items.

Structure: This exhibit demonstrates the postage required for printed matter sent in
town, out of town, abroad, as well as unusual recommended items and those with underpaid
wrappers with additional charges, which are seldom seen. Requisitions and proofs are also
presented. Unused and used pieces are shown in order to present the different possible uses

of the wrappers. Different wrappers of the same emission are rarely gathered so as to
complete the postal charges of some printed materials and are also presented. Last but not
least, advertisements in wrappers are an important chapter, being of thematic interest, as well.

Rarity: Unique items are on pages: 1, 3 and 4. Proofs are on pages: 3 and 4. Specimens
are on pages: 26, 27 and 28. Other remarkable items are on pages: 6, 8, 9, 10, 12, 14, 17, 18, 20,
22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 30, 31 and 32. Advertisements in wrappers are on pages 36 to 40.
